	Standards for Art. IV-K Parks and Open Space are from 1988 Comprehensive Plan, Policies PK-4 & PK-6.  In 1990 the City had 12,694 dwelling units and a total of 234.67 acres of school facilities, 43.78 acres of ball parks, 112.98 acres of active park land, and 1,269 acres of Green�belts, (available for passive use, only) for a total of 32.43 houses per acre of active-use park or play�ground, 10.00 houses per acre of Greenbelt, and 7.64 houses per acre of total open space.  Also note map of current residential areas and parks, schools, ball fields and greenbelts marked with 1/2 mile radius from each such area.



	Standards for Art. IV-E-6 Sidewalks are from the work of the Planning Commission's Ad Hoc Sidewalk Committee.



Concepts for further consideration:



	1.	A concept of billing both old and new or revised lots for storm drainage service, like a utility (a concept used in some states) has not been pursued.

		

	2.	Note difference in City Code def. vs. Traffic Engin�eering defini�tions of sight distance, Sec. IV-E-5 Sight Distance; Planning or Engineering Division should draft an amendment to City Code Sec. 20-35 and AASHTO standards for consistency, to be reviewed at the same time as this draft.



	3.	Art. III-F-1-b, Supplementary Electronic Submission on p. 16, is meant as an incentive for electronic submission, as simply stated as possible.  A manual or similar standard will have to be developed and updated periodically as the City's and consultant's technology changes: software (Auto�CAD ver�sion 11-386, v. 12-386, or a succes�sor); media (type of disk, tape cassette,  or other system); defi�nitions of layers, starting points, and other relevant data.  Only that way can the Community Development Department add such drawings to the City's CAD files efficiently.  Using electronic plat submis�sion can save the City significant drafting time by avoiding manual redrafting or CAD re-entry, but this is offset by the speed of techno�logical change and the need to stay current with local engineering firms.



	4.	A proposed Art. IV-N Adequacy of Public Facilities has not been developed.  Model Subdivision Regulations refer to the provision of schools, water supply, sewage treatment, street and sidewalk pattern, capacity of lanes and inter�sections, any need for public transit, adequate parks and open spaces, libraries, adequacy and depend�ability of electric power.  




�
		A large subdivision, or a series of smaller ones, could require the addition of a community center, senior center, fire and/or police station, emer�gency medical service station, water tank, sewage lift station, or electric substation.  Levels of service to be maintained should be set as forth in the Comprehensive Plan or equivalent policy document.  This possible section would provide for the developer to pay or to build the needed facilities, perhaps over time, to make up any deficiencies of the kinds noted which are brought on by the proposed subdivision(s).  



		In fast-growing areas, such a provision would help ease the burden of providing for the "off-lot" needs of numbers of new residents.  Given the City's slow rate of residential growth and adjacent areas competing for such development, it was deemed inappropriate to include such a provision in the current draft.





Draft Zoning Amendments Related to Proposed Subdivision Regulations:



	1.	Amend Sec. 6-603, Access, to require fire lanes; see Standard Construction Requirements and Details, Sec. 6.02 Fire Hydrants and Fire Protection, Subsec. B Location, (2) Commercial, pp. 53-55. 



	2.	Consider a Zoning Ordinance amendment to limit the number of dwelling units in a Planned Unit Development that may be served by a common "private" driveway: suggestion, 4 units max., unless there is a Homeowners' Association or other permanent management entity, for maintenance.  Beyond 4 units, access should be by a public street.
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
